Filing of Chapter 1 1 
Bankruptcy Case 

A bankruptcy case under chapter I 1 of the Bankruptcy Code (title I I ,  United States Code) has been filed in this 
coud by or against the debtor listed on  the f o n t  side, and an order for relief has been entered. Chapter 1 1 allows a 
debtor to reorganhe or liquidate pursuant to a plan. A plan is not effective unless confirmed by the court. You may 
be sent a copy of the plan and a disclosure statement telling you about the plan, and you might have the opportunity 
to vote on the plan. You will be sent noticr of the dale of the confirmation hearing, and you may object to 
confirmation of the plan and attend the contirmation hearing. Unless a trustee is serving, the debtor will remain in 
possession of tk debtor's property and may continue to operate any business. 

Creditors May Not 
Take Cerbin Actions 

Pmhibited collection actions are liskd in Bankruptcy Code g 362. Common examples ofprohibiled actions include 
contacting the debtor by telephone. mail o r  otherwise to demand repayment; taking actions IO collect money or 
oblain property from the debtor; repossessing the debtor's proprty; stariing or continuing lawsuits or foreclosures. 

Meeting ol' Crediton: A meeting of creditors is scWuled fur the date, time and loation listed on the front side. The debtor's 
representative must be present ai the meeting to be questioned under oath by the trustee and by creditors. Creditors 
are welcome IO attend, but ate not required to d o  so. The meeting may be continued and concluded at a later date 
without further notice. 

Claims A Prcx)f of Claim is a signed stalemenl describing a creditor's claim. If a Proof of Claim form is not included with 
this nolice, you cdn obtain one at any bankruptcy clerk's office. You may look at the schedules that have been or wil 
be filed at the bankruptcy clerk's office. If your claim is scheduled and is not listed as disputed, contingent, or 
unliquidated, it will be allowed in the amount scheduled unless you tile a Pnmf of Claim or you are sent further 
notice about the claim. Whether or not your claim is scheduled. you are pennilled to file a Proofof Claim. If your 
claim is not listed at all or if your claim is listed as disputed, contingent, or unliquidated. then you must file a Proof 
of  Claim by ihe "Deadline to File a Pnx)f of Claim" listed on the h n t  side, or you mighl not be paid any money on 
your claim against the debtor in the bankruptcy case. 

Discharge o f  Debts Confirmation o f a  chapter 1 I plan may result in a discharge of d e b ,  which may include all or part of your debt. See 
Bankruptcy Code 8 1 14 l(d). A discharge means that you may never lry to collect the debt from the debtor, except as 
provided in the plan.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR PROOF OF CLAIM FORM 
The instructions and dejinitions below are general explanations of ihe low In pom‘culor tvpes of cases or circumsionces. such (1s bankruptcy casa 
thot are not filed voluntorily by a debtor, there may be exceptions to these general rules. 

Secured Claim Debtor - 

The person, corporation, or other entity 
that has filed a bankruptcy case is 
called the debtor. 

A claim is a secured claim to the 
extent that the creditor has a lien on 
property of the debtor (collateral) that 
gives the creditor the right to be paid 

Creditor 
A creditor is any person, corporation, 
or other entity to whom the debtor 
owed a debt on the date that the 
bankruptcy case was filed. 

from that property before creditors 
who do not have liens on the property. 

Examples of liens are a mortgage on 
real estate and a security interest in a 
car, truck, boat, television set, or other 

Proof of Claim 
A form telling the bankruptcy court 
how much the debtor owed a creditor 
at the time the bankruptcy case was 
filed (the amount of the creditor’s 
claim). This form must be filed with 
the clerk of the bankruptcy court 
where the bankruptcy case was filed. 

item of property. A lien may have been 
obtained through a court proceeding 
before the bankruptcy case began; in 
some states a court judgment is a lien. 
In addition, to the extent a creditor 
also owes money to the debtor (has a 
right of setoff), the creditor’s claim 
may be a secured claim. (See also 
Unsecured Claim .) 

Unsecured Claim 
If a claim is not a secured claim it is an 
unsecured claim. A claim may be partly 
secured and partly unsecured if the 
property on which a creditor has a lien is 
not worth enough to pay the creditor in 
full. 

Unsecured Prioriq Claim 
Certain types of unsecured claims are given 
priority, so they are to be paid in bankruptcy 
cases before most other unsecured claims (if 
there is sufficient money or property 
available to pay these claims). The most 
common types of priority claims are listed 
on the proof of claim form. Unsecured 
claims that are not specifically given 
priority status by the bankruptcy laws are 
classified as Unsecured Nonpriority 
CIaims. 

Court, Name of Debtor, and Case Number: 
Fill in the name of the federal judicial district where the banlauptcy 
case was filed (for example, Central District of California), the name 
of the debtor in the bankmptcy case, and the bankruptcy case 
number. If you received a notice of the case from the court, all of this 
infomation is near the top of the notice. 

Complete the section giving the name, address, and telephone 
number of the creditor to whom the debtor owes money or property, 
and the debtor’s account number, if any. If anyone else has already 
filed a proof of claim relating to this debt, if you never received 
notices from the bankruptcy cow? about this case, if your address 
differs from that to which the court sent notice, or if this proof of 
claim replaces or changes a proof of claim that was already filed, 
check the appropriate box on the fonn. 

Check the type of debt for which the proof of claim is being filed. If 
the type of debt is not listed, check “Other” and briefly describe the 
type of debt. If you were an employee ofthe debtor, fill in your 
social security number and the dates of work for which you were not 
paid.

Fill in the date when the debt fust was owed by the debtor. 

3. Court Judgments: 
If you have a court judgment for this debt, state the date the court 
entered the judgment. 

Fill in the total amount of the entire claim. If interest or other charges 
in addition to the principal amount of the claim are included, check 
the appropriate place on the form and attach an itemization of the 
interest and charges.

You must attach to this proof of claim form copies of documents that 
show the debtor owes the debt claimed or, if the documents are too 
lengthy, a Sumniary of those documents. If documents are not 
available, you must attach an explanation of why they are not available.
